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Custom Bedspreads
Our custom bedspread has a wide fabric panel in the center of the bed, piping around the sides and bottom of the mattress, and inverted pleats at the foot of the mattress.  Under the pillows there is a seam, the spread wraps over the pillows and covers them completely, this is called a pillow tuck.  The spreads have a 3” hem and one detail offered is topstitching just above the hemline.  They are 100% cotton.  Our spreads are much neater looking, easier to make up, and less expensive than purchasing matching coverlets, bed skirts, and shams.

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Firenze, medium weight 100% cotton matelasse, a lattice stitch. 
8 colors: White, Ivory, Birch, Camel, Gold, Chocolate, Ocean, Seagrass.
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Florentina, medium weight 100% cotton matelasse, with crinkle texture 
3 colors: White, Wheat, and Ivory
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Sierra, a light weight 100% cotton matelasse, perfect for a summer.  

4 Pastels: Blue, Pink, Yellow, Mint; 
3 Neutrals: Oyster, Sempione, Sable
4 Light Neutrals: Antique, Ivory, Ecru, White.  
Honeycomb, a light weight 100% cotton pique.

Care Recommendations:

Dry Cleaning is recommended.  However, all bedspreads can be washed in cold water and machine dried on low.  If you are planning to wash, allow for shrinkage when measuring all 100% cotton fabrics.  We suggest adding an additional inch all around.  We prefer the look of these cotton spreads after washing because the texture becomes more pronounced, which looks nicer and feels better.
