If you are starting from scratch…

If you are buying a new mattress and/or box spring, wait until you have them before ordering your custom spread.  There are usually 3 components to a bed: the mattress, the box springs, and the frame.  
Most mattresses today are standard in width and length, but there is a great deal of variation in mattress heights.  Most mattresses today are much deeper than they used to be and require deep pocket fitted sheets.  Because new mattresses are usually inches deeper than they used to be, you can get the “princess and pea” look!  If you want to be able to sit on your mattress and tie your shoes, you may not want the height of all 3 components to be more than 19”, the height of a standard dining room chair.
Fortunately you can vary the height a few ways.  Box springs generally come in 2 heights, standard (7”h) and slim (5”h).  And the same is true for the frames.  Some new mattresses today do not require a box spring.  Box springs use to be just that, a box of springs.  Now, however, the coils or “spring” is in the mattress and the “box spring” is often just a box!  So, ask your salesperson what your best options are.
